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CRiIMINAL LAW UPDATE
by Robert C. Lidston

The May Amicus features a Court of Appeals deci-
sion and two COSA decisions that may be of use to
practitioners.

Thomas v. MVA, No. 31, September Term, 2010,
filed February 24, 2011 (opinion by Adkins, J.).
Thomas was detained by a police officer on suspi-
cion of DWI. Asked by the officer to submit to a
preliminary breath test, Thomas agreed. Instead of
administering the PBT, however, the officer began
reading the DR-15 advice of rights form. This form
advises the driver of the right to refuse a chemical
breath test, a test separate from the PBT. After hear-
ing the contents of the form, Thomas refused to take
any breath test and was arrested. After an adminis-
trative hearing, Thomas’s license was suspended un-
der Transportation Article 16-205.1 for test refusal.

Thomas appealed and contended that he never re-
fused the chemical breath test. He noted that the offi-
cer only offered the PBT so he could not have re-
fused what he was never offered. Thomas also ar-
gued that, as required under section 16-205.1, an of-
ficer has not fully advised a driver of the administra-
tive sanctions connected to refusing the chemical
test until the officer has charged that person with a
violation of the motor vehicle laws. By this logic, a
person cannot be penalized for any test refusal that
occurs before he or she has been arrested.

To argue his point, Thomas cited 16-205.1(b) which
states: "A person may not be compelled to take a
test. However, the detaining officer shall advise the
person that, on receipt of a sworn statement from the
officer that the person was so charged and refused to
take a test ... the Administration shall suspend their
license. Thomas argued that this language supported
his interpretation that the section requires a formal
charge before the advice of rights is given.

The Court of Appeals affirmed the license suspen-
sion. It held that the advice of rights form contains a
clear request that a driver submit to a chemical
breath test. It was reasonable that Thomas’s blanket
refusal to submit to a breath test pertained to the
chemical breath test. Section 16-205.1 does not re-

quire that an individual be arrested before a request is
made that he submit to a chemical breath test. That
section was enacted to help control drunk driving and
to protect the public by encouraging drivers to take
alcohol tests. The statute was not meant to protect
drivers.

According to the Court, it is clear that the "so charged"
language relates to the prospective action that would
be taken based on the result of the test. Evidence of
this appears in Section 16-205.1 which provides a list
of procedures for an officer who stops or detains a
driver on suspicion of drunk driving. The list merely
indicates that an officer shall detain the driver and then
request that he or she submit to a test. It does not men-
tion an arrest. In the Thomas case, the officer followed
the procedures of the statute and properly advised
Thomas of any possible administrative sanctions. A
suspension of the license was appropriate.

Harrison v. State, No. 2247, September Term, 2009,
filed April 4, 2011 (opinion by Hotten, J.). Harrison
asked a neighbor whether the neighbor’s 13 year old
son could work part time for him. The son started to
work for Harrison, but he quit when he told his mother
that Harrison had touched him inappropriately. As a
result, Harrison was indicted on one count of sexual
abuse of a minor, one count of child abuse in the sec-
ond degree, and 216 counts of sexual offense in the
third degree. On the day of trial, the State entered,
without objection, a nol pros as to the charge of sec-
ond degree child abuse, and all of the counts of third
degree sexual offense.

At the end of the State’s case at trial, Harrison made a
motion for judgment of acquittal. He argued that the
State failed to establish that he was responsible for the
supervision of his young employee because the boy
was free to come and go as he pleased. The circuit
court denied the motion. At the close of all the evi-
dence, Harrison renewed the motion with the same
argument and the motion was again denied.

Harrison asked for a jury instruction on fourth degree
sexual offense. The court refused to give it because it
believed that Harrison wanted the instruction to illus-

trate that the State had incorrectly charged him. The
jury found Harrison guilty of sexual abuse of a mi-
nor. Harrison appealed, arguing that there was insuf-
ficient evidence to establish that he was responsible
for the supervision of his young employee. He also
argued that the circuit court should have given in-
structions for third and fourth degree sexual offense
because these were lesser included offenses of sex-
ual abuse of a minor.

COSA affirmed the trial court. It cited Pope v. State,
284 Md. 309 (1979), explaining that a person may
have the responsibility for the supervision of a minor
even though that person does not stand in loco par-
entis. The responsibility for a minor may derive
from the mutual consent, express or implied, of the
one legally charged with the care of the child and the
one assuming the responsibility. Harrison had re-
sponsibility for the supervision of his young em-
ployee because the record indicated that the young
man’s parents believed Harrison would watch over
their son when he worked on Harrison’s property.
They provided Harrison with the opportunity to ac-
cept responsibility and he accepted it.

Harrison relied on Hook v. State, 315 Md. 25 (1989)
and Hagans v. State, 316 Md. 429 (1989), to argue
that instructions for third and fourth degree sexual
offense should have been given. COSA noted that it
was fundamentally unfair to refuse to give instruc-
tions for lesser included offenses when there was
sufficient evidence to warrant these instructions and
when a court had entered a nol pros over a defense
objection. This principle did not apply in Harrison’s
case because he did not object to the entering of the
nol pros. Although third degree sexual offense is a
necessary element of sexual abuse of a minor, it
merely illustrated that had Harrison objected to the
nol pros, third degree sex offense could have merged
into sexual abuse of a minor.

Fair v. State, No. 2741, September Term, 2008, filed
March 30, 2011 (opinion by Kenney, J.). An off duty
police officer working security in a parking garage
arrested Fair and another man for possession of
marijuana. In his search incident to arrest, the officer

found a remote and a set of keys to a Cadillac on
Fair and a remote and set of keys to a Lexus on the
other man. That individual told the officer that he
had driven the Lexus to the garage. Fair said that he
rode to the garage with the other man. The other
man told the officer that Fair and he had driven sepa-
rately to the garage.

After advising both men of their Miranda rights, the
officer drove them to locate the Lexus because he
would be responsible for having it towed. The other
individual identified his vehicle and the officer no-
ticed what he thought to be marijuana in plain view
inside the Cadillac parked next to the Lexus. The
officer activated the remote which he had taken from
Fair during the search and the Cadillac horn
sounded. The officer then searched the Cadillac and
found a hand gun next to a pay check in Fair’s name.

Fair moved to suppress the marijuana found inside
the car, the hand gun, and the remote and keys to the
Cadillac, contending that the officer’s use of the re-
mote and keys was a violation of his Fourth Amend-
ment rights and those guaranteed by Article 26 of
the Maryland Declaration of Rights. Fair also moved
to exclude the paycheck from evidence based on
hearsay. The circuit court denied his motions.

COSA affirmed the circuit court. The use of the re-
mote and the key to get access to the Cadillac was
not a violation of Fair’s Fourth Amendment and
Maryland Declaration guarantees. After he saw sus-
pected marijuana in plain view inside the Cadillac
that the officer had probable cause to believe was
Fair’s, he could use the remote and keys which he
obtained from the earlier search to enter the vehicle
under the automobile exception to the warrant re-
quirement.

The admission, over the hearsay objection, of the
paycheck in Fair’s name found next to a gun in
Fair’s Cadillac was not error. The check represented
a "verbal act" and was properly admitted as non-
hearsay circumstantial crime scene evidence.
