Judge Lawrence Daniels has been a Judge in Baltimore County for over eighteen years. From 
1989 to 1993 he served in the District Court. Since 1993 he has been Associate Judge on the 
Circuit Court. During that entire time he has been unable to locate the “Stet Docket.” 
  
Judge Daniels grew up in West Haven, Connecticut. In high school he was very active as a 
member of the tennis team, male cheerleading squad and glee club. He came to Baltimore to 
attend Johns Hopkins University on an R.O.T.C. scholarship. While at Hopkins he was  a 
lineman on the football team. Upon graduation, he was commissioned as a 2nd Lieutenant in 
the Army. His service was deferred while he completed his education at the University of 
Connecticut School of Law. 
  
Upon graduation from law school Judge Daniels had the great misfortune to be stationed in 
Honolulu, Hawaii for three and a half years. While there, he caught the surfing bug and 
became an avid surfer. Eventually he had to leave paradise and continue his service at a 

location almost as beautiful as Honolulu - Aberdeen Proving Grounds. While there he served as Deputy Judge Advocate 
and acted as a prosecutor on behalf of the United States.
