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IN CHAMBERS WITH THE HON. DANA MARK LEVITZ T

The Honorable Dana Mark Levitz is Baltimore County’s longest serving judge. He
has been a judge on the Circuit Court for over twenty-one years. During those years
his most satisfying moments are when he is able to make a positive difference in a
person’s life. Unfortunately, such a long tenure has provided Judge Levitz with too
many opportunities to see people at their absolute worst.

Judge Levitz has been a Baltimorean all his life. He attended high school at City
College. While there, he was on the football and track teams. No, he was not a
sprinter. He attended University of Maryland Baltimore County, where he was a
theater major. Following completion of law school, Judge Levitz performed in
amateur theater productions for several years.

Judge Levitz graduated from the University of Baltimore School of Law, cum laude, in 1973. He then worked for the State’s
Attorney’s Office in Baltimore City for two years and the State’s Attorney’s Office in Baltimore County for ten years. He
was a Deputy State’s Attorney in 1985 when appointed to the Baltimore County Circuit Court as an Associate Judge.

Those who have appeared before Judge Levitz will agree that he has a flair for the dramatic. This has not gone
unnoticed. Several years ago, a television producer who had the opportunity to observe Judge Levitz on the bench offered to
put him on TV and make him “Baltimore’s Judge Judy.” Judge Levitz politely but firmly declined this “honor.” Before
coming to the law, Judge Levitz had a variety of interesting jobs. He worked in a drug store selling liquor. He was a cab
driver in Baltimore City (“Checker Cab 198"). He worked in the Commitment Office of the now closed Maryland House of
Correction in Jessup. He still has vivid memories of walking through the tiers that housed some of Maryland’s most violent
and notorious criminals. He also worked at the Maryland Training School for Boys for a summer. His job required that he
supervise fifteen boys. Of those fifteen, nine escaped that summer. This was the best record of any of the supervisors that
summer.

During his time on the bench, Judge Levitz has found a high degree of professionalism in the lawyers that appear before
him. He partially attributes this to the fact that Baltimore County has a very active Bar Association. The opportunity for
lawyers to interact and get to know one another has led to a more civil bar than in other jurisdictions.
